She is
joined by Printmaker Angela Thorpe who
creates lithographs on a Victorian Gothic
press using limestone blocks in the
traditional way and by ceramicist Owen
Thorpe who is best known for creating
stoneware bowls and plates which are
ornately decorated with skilled brush-work
and finished with lustre calligraphy.
